Right Tree, Right Place | Match the tree species with the type of soil, light, and moisture

conditions at the site.

Plant Young Trees| With proper care, younger trees will grow and establish faster than older

trees.

Plant More Species | Small yards can support several trees, shrubs and many perennials;
some need to cross-pollinate to produce fruits and seeds. Planting perennials more densely
will reduce unwanted weeds.

Host A Planting Party | Join forces with your neighbors to create a native species corridor.
